Lesley Pulman had attended a conference in MareheBhis was one of a series of
events organised by the Cabinet Office for invigeebsts to acquire answers to specific
guestions about service provider’s ability to rgpsilic confidence in relation to tackling
crime and anti social behaviour.

Listed below are a series of questions that membiers asked to comment on, so that the
guestionnaire could be completed and returned balbef the New Moston Home Watch
Association.

1 What are the best ways in which the police aheérstshould listen to, and work with,
local people so that the public can have theirasafiow crime is tackled in their area?

2 What more can be done to help people who haveessed, or been a victim of crime to
come forward in reporting and giving evidence?



3 Do you think the police can play a role by bo#iping to prevent and tackle crime as
individual citizens or on behalf of their local comnity? If so what is that role?

4 What more do you think needs to be done by thesgonsible for reducing crime and
anti social behaviour so that the public can bdident crime is being tackled in the right
way?

5. How do people decide whether crime is going udawn? Do they rely on what they
see in the media, what they see around them indhea, or their personal experiences?

6 What is the best way to provide the public witformation about crime nationally and
locally? What kind of information are people int&esl in, both locally and nationally?

7 What are the kinds of things that local peopleusth expect from a first rate local police
service?

8 What do you think people want to hear about ftbeir local neighbourhood policing

team and how do they want to hear about them?

9 Do you think the public get told enough about wwhappens to those who have
committed crime? What do you think the public skido# told about?

10 Do you think the public need to know more abmurhmunity sentences carried out in
their area? What would local people want to knomalthose punishments?

During the discussion, members thought that acatitpoint was response times. They
were very unhappy with the response from the pdbceuisance crime. Sometimes when
they had reported gangs of youths congregatingaosing annoyance they were hesitant
to report the crime because they knew that thislavbe a very low priority compared
with other crime that the police had to deal witfhey were all in agreement that this is
one of the main reasons why youths thought thatwese above the law.

From past experience, sharing ideas with groups freearby areas, the problem of
funding often leaves two or more communities fightieach other for funds for a
comparable service. This leads to divisions betvosenmunities.

Feedback was also high on the agenda. Communiaadeds to be two way.

The general conclusion was that all the questiedsd the general opinion that residents
needed support from all service providers. Theydadeto feel that their individual
contribution to any of the agencies was of valltds easy to forget that all employees of
government departments are paid, whilst local srg&l give their time, services and
liberty totally free of charge and sometimes atgpersonal cost.

At the recent Home Watch Conference members conedeihiat they also found it to
everyone's advantage if local officers stayed ieirtlioles for a minimum term of two
years. This gave time for residents to get to ktimem and also for them to get to know
the area and its particular difficulties. We wilitpa comment about this matter onto the
form.
